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Introduction

This assignment consists of a word-processed evaluative report, coupled with a portfolio of examples, which discusses a selection of at least 4 of the activities undertaken as part of this module (including the systems development lifecycle topic which is mandatory). You are required to use these to illustrate your understanding of the concepts that are important in the planning, design, construction and evaluation of websites. 
The presentation of the report is important and must include: a title page, table of contents, introduction and headed sections and conclusion.  You are expected to make reference to specific examples from the research you have undertaken and compiled in your portfolio of class activities. You will also be required to support the points you are making with suitable academic references from your wider reading.

You may include screen shots, separate printouts or, if you prefer, clickable links on a CD, which you refer to in your report. Your examples must be presented in a clear and logical format so that specific information can be easily found. If providing clickable links, these should be easily accessible via a suitable medium such as a CD.  Tutors will not type in a URL and so anything which requires access in this way will not be accessed. 
The assignment task

A series of structured reflective activities have been undertaken during the weekly sessions of COMP1141.  You are required to discuss at least 4 of the essential web design topics that were covered during the module (eg. text, layout, design, navigation, colour, accessibility, css, SDLC and planning, testing and evaluation).

For each of the topics you discuss:-
1. Explain why the chosen topic is important when planning and creating web pages
2. Provide examples and evidence from your research
3. Include suitable academic references to support the points you are making.

Also, think about what you are required to do for assignment 2 and how this task may be helpful to you when planning and designing your own website. 
Assessment criteria

In addition to the general points that apply to all assessed work in the subject area of Computing and which are available in the Computing Handbook, the following specific criteria will be used for this work:
1. Justification of appropriate web design topics

2. The variety of relevant examples and evidence you provide to support points you are making

3. The quality of your discussion /analysis /reflection on each of the 4 topics.

4. References used to support your contentions. Note that references should not be restricted to WWW sites – use books and/or journals.  All references should be cited using the Harvard system.
5. Presentation of your report in the appropriate format
Handing in

You should submit your work by the deadline, Monday 23 November (week 9) and place it in the post box located to the left of the entrance to Bredon.  Electronic submission of assignments is not accepted.  Please note that every assessment must be submitted with an Item Report Form which clearly notes the student number, the word count, and the name of the marking tutor.  Work must be word-processed/typed.  The University regulations regarding late submission of assignments should be strictly noted (see below).  You are required to keep a copy of work handed in.  

Please provide an electronic copy of all written work.  Please provide a TurnitinUK Originality Report showing the overall similarity index for your work.

Remember, this report must be based on your own research. Do not quote directly from lecture slides. Where you quote from books, journals or web sites, ensure these are fully referenced.
