Introduction

For this assignment you are required to plan, design, implement, evaluate and document a set of linked web pages using html or a dedicated website creation package (please discuss your choice with the module tutor before deciding).  The topic for this is a place, destination, institution or business of your own choice which you are advertising or marketing in some way. Your choice could be in Britain or abroad, but the intended audience should be made clear, since you will need to establish the requirements of that audience and show how your site will meet their needs. You are also required to write a report which explains and justifies your design considerations and the main features contained within your pages. This report should make reference to your chosen design methodology and discuss any techniques
The assignment tasks
1. Choose a subject and intended audience for your website. Example topics might include: a website for a club or institution, a service or business, or a general interest topic. Using a suitable design methodology, plan, research, create and evaluate your website. You must provide documentary evidence of your chosen design methodology, your storyboards, structure diagram and testing activities undertaken.
2. Produce a report explaining your design considerations and the main features contained within your pages. You may use the report to explain any problems you have had or to discuss any innovative techniques that you have used.  You are also required to justify any design or implementation decisions you have made and provide documentation for each stage of the process.

Website
A key requirement is that your web pages contain at least the following features: 

· an appropriate layout

· use of colour

· links to other pages

· formatted text

· images
You may also include other media such as sound files, animations and small video clips or links to external video clips.  If you cannot find an entirely appropriate media object, use a ‘placeholder’ and indicate what you would have used in ideal circumstances. As a guide, your web site should contain at least 6 pages. You do not need to create the entire site but you should indicate how the product could be extended.  This could be done on the structure diagram. You may use a purpose built html package, such as Dreamweaver, if you wish, but a proportion of code needs to be annotated and explained. You do not need to annotate the whole document, choose example sections within it. This is to show that you understand the meaning of the code you produce.

Report
The report should contain a number of appendices:

· design documentation (storyboards, structure chart)

· implementation documentation (page/file associations, annotated html) 

· testing documentation (technical and/or usability) 
What to hand in

· A word-processed copy of the report.

· A CD-ROM (not DVD) that contains all of your web pages.  It is worthwhile checking that all links work before submission as some elements can easily be left behind on your personal computer.

Assessment criteria

In addition to the general points that apply to all assessed work in the subject area of Computing and which are available in the Computing Handbook, the following specific criteria will be used for this work:

1. Incorporation of a range of media

2. Quality of the supporting documentation

3. Relevance of layout and content for the stated purpose and audience

4. Structure and presentation of the report

5. References used to support your contentions. Note that references should not be restricted to web sites – use books and/or journals.  All references should be cited using the Harvard system.

Handing in

You should submit your work by the deadline, Tuesday 12th January (week 14) and place it in the post box located to the left of the entrance to Bredon.  Electronic submission of assignments is not accepted.  Please note that every assessment must be submitted with an Item Report Form which clearly notes the student number, the word count, and the name of the marking tutor.  Work must be word-processed/typed.  The University regulations regarding late submission of assignments should be strictly noted (see below).  You are required to keep a copy of work handed in.  

Please provide an electronic copy of all written work.  Please provide a TurnitinUK Originality Report showing the overall similarity index for your work.

Remember, this must be a web site created by you and based on your own research. 
Please note the regulations on academic dishonesty, in particular the inclusion in your assignments of un-attributed material taken from other sources.
