Assignment 2 guidelines

This document will help students to:

· Understand the minimum requirements to pass this assignment

· Understand the requirements of passing this assignment at a higher level 
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1 Minimum Requirements (pass grade C/D)

Appropriate features of the website would be:
· Layout should be clear, uncluttered, consistent

· Colour should have good contrast and allow easy readability

· Links should work (in both directions) and be clearly signposted

· Formatting should be appropriate i.e. 

· text sizes and fonts should be fit for purpose

· images should be of appropriate type and size

· The number of pages should be enough to illustrate your design arguments, probably six 

Appropriate features of the report would be
· An indication of its relevance for purpose and audience, e.g.

· purpose must be clearly explained and the work must be fit for the purpose 

· the intended audience must be declared and the work must be tailored to this audience

· Description of design considerations and the main features in your pages

· Statement of the design documentation used with examples, as appendices



e.g. storyboards, structure diagram …

· Access to the implementation documentation (not necessarily a hard copy)


e.g. HTML files which are clearly structured
· Evidence of testing (technical and/or usability)

· Some referencing, both as a reference list and within the body of the work
2 Higher Level Requirements 
(for a higher grade A/B)
Appropriate features of the website would be as indicated in section 1 above
Appropriate features of the report would be
· Title page, contents page, headings and subheadings and page numbering to a professional standard
· The features should be clearly explained and linked to the needs of the user and the purpose of the website

· The reasons for including particular pages should be explained

· If CSS are used these should be explained and justified

· An explanation of how the design methodology used is appropriate for your particular work

· Statement of the design documentation used with examples, as appendices

e.g. storyboards, structure diagram … 

The structure diagram may be for a much larger site, but should identify the 6 pages created for this assignment

· Access to the implementation documentation (not necessarily a hard copy)
e.g. HTML files which are clearly structured 



Annotation is used to clearly demonstrate understanding of the tags

· Evidence of testing (technical and/or usability)

eg test logs and summary of usability testing results

· Referencing, both as a reference list and within the body of the work which fully support the arguments
